
 

 

Overwhelming Success for European Tech Tour in Switzerland 
 

 
Geneva, November 22, 2007 — Building on its first vertical event that focussed on the European 
semiconductor industry, the European Tech Tour Association (ETT) launched the second in a series 
of vertical events focusing on selected technology sectors this month. The European Tech Tour Web 
& Communities Summit 2007 was held in Switzerland on November 14 & 15. It was the second in an 
ongoing series of a sector-specific event aimed at bringing together Europe’s most innovative start-
ups, leading venture capitalists and senior industry professionals.   
 
The event led by Yann Mauchamp, founder of Mutual Benefits, was sponsored by Venture Capital 
firms Baytech, Endeavour Vision, Highland Capital Partners, Holtzbrinck Ventures and Wellington 
Partners. It also gathered support from Audemars Piguet, Calibre One, Growthpoint, Jupiter 
Research, Kyte, Logitech, Red Herring, Sony, Swisscom and The Chilli. This event is a first of its kind 
and aims at accelerating global expansion of emerging companies from across Europe that excel in 
today’s fiercely competitive Web 2.0 & Online Communities market. The event was open to 
companies at all stages of development including seed, start-up, expansion and pre-IPO. The 
companies are active in segments across the market including entertainment communities, business 
networking & B2B communities, Internet infrastructure systems & softwares, e-commerce as well as 
emerging communities & other trends. 
 
Pamir Gelenbe, from Newtonmore Capital, and the 21 person selection committee composed of 
experienced, pan-European investors and professionals selected 25 projects from an initial list of 420 
companies: Amiando, Bragster, coComment, CyberSports, Dailymotion, dilelui, Double Trump 
International, Flashgames247.com, Goojet, Handmade Mobile, MyThings, NEO (Neo Europe 
Online), Qype, Refresh Mobile, Seatwave, sMeet, TestFreaks, Truphone, Wazap, WeFi, 
Wengo, Wikio, Xcerion, Zyb Technologies. The selected companies had twenty minutes to present 
their business plans to an international delegation of more than 100 influential investors, technology 
industry leaders and service providers who had signed up for the event with a view to investing or 
supporting these young companies achieve their globalisation plans. 
 
"The European Tech Tour represents the best opportunity to introduce your ideas to a select group of 
smart like-minded people, who always challenge your assumptions, help you get to the core, sharpen 
your edge, and surrender your ego. NEO has not been actively looking for fund-raising but came 
across some very focused investors who just got it and are aware of the long-term journey we are 
embarking on- to help users find and share more relevant information on the web in the simplest 
possible way", said Andrej Nabergoj, Co-Founder and CEO of NEO.
