Arriving in Switzerland by plane

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From Geneva airport (Cointrin) 1.4

The trip to Lausanne takes about 45 minutes and there are 3
departures per hour. Most connections are direct and there is no need to change. Full timetable details are available at

http://www.sbb.ch/en/index.htm

From Zurich airport (Kloten)
The trip to Lausanne takes 2% hours. There are 2 departures per hour and some trains require changing in Bern or Zurich
main station. To check the timetable please refer to the link above and make your request by using Zurich Airport as point of

departure and Lausanne, for arrival.

From Basel airport (EuroAirport)

The railway station is not in the airport but there is a shuttle service that gets you to the main train station (Basel SBB), in 20
minutes. The trip to Lausanne takes about 2% hours. There are 2 trains per hour and most trains require changing in Bern or
in Biel/Bienne. To check timetables please refer to the link above and make your request by using Basel Airport as point of

departure and Lausanne, for arrival.

Arriving in Switzerland by train

There are good train connections from Paris, Lyon, and Milan. You can check timetables at

http://www.sbb.ch/en/index.htm

From Paris
A TGV connects Paris "Gare de Lyon" with Lausanne. The trip takes about 4 hours and should requires not require any

changes. There are 4 departures a day.
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From Lyon
From "Lyon Part-Dieu" station, the trip to Lausanne takes about 2% hours. There is one train every two hours and it is always

necessary to change in Geneva main station.
From Milan

From Milan main station, the trip to Lausanne takes roughly 4 hours (3 hours with Cisalpino). There is one departure every

two hours and usually changing train is not necessary.

Arriving in Lausanne by car from Geneva or Bern:

By car from Geneva
Take the highway from Geneva and take the indicated direction for Lausanne. The journey takes around 30 minutes. Once
you pass Morges and arrive in the vicinity of Lausanne, follow "Lausanne Sud" and exit at 2-St-Sulpice toward Ecublens.

Merge onto Route Cantonale/Route 1, go through 2 roundabouts, the hotel will be on the left.

By car from Bern
Take the highway and take the indicated direction for Lausanne. Once you approach the town, stay on the highway and

follow the direction "Genéeve" until you see the sign "Lausanne Sud". Then proceed as above.
